It is time to consider summer camp options for the children of your church. Let me recommend 

Boys Camp at Farmington (July 25-30) This camp is for boys who have completed grades 3-10. 

Boys Camp will afford the boys in your church the opportunity to make lifelong friends and lifelong commitments. They will meet a missionary. They will study God’s Word. They will learn about God’s work around the world and they will learn that God has a place for them in His redemptive work. Campers will experience this in a fun and engaging way that is appropriate for their developmental stage – physically, mentally, spiritually and emotionally. 

This packet includes:

· Church registration forms – please list all the children from your church attending camps on the appropriate form. 

· Camper Information and release forms (including medical and prescription information) – these forms must be filled in and signed by the parent/guardian of each camper who wishes to attend the camps. These must be in hand before a camper will be allowed to attend.  You can make additional copies as needed (a white set is provided for each camp experience).

· Flyer – these are for your bulletin boards at church so that your church can be aware of the camp opportunities

· Farmington Information Sheet for Parents – provides basic information about camp for the parent. This sheet also includes what a child should bring to camp and what a camper should NOT bring to camp as well as what happens at camp. (please copy as needed)

· Volunteer Camp Staff: All adult participants (18 years old or older) at Boys Camp will be assigned by the camp director as needed. Churches sending 5 or more boys are requested to enlist one man to apply for the volunteer camp staff. (see Volunteer Camp Staff Application). Individuals will be notified personally regarding their attendance as numbers will be limited according to need. No adult should plan to attend without prior notification and confirmation.
Please distribute these materials to the parents and to other leaders as appropriate. 

Collect all camper information forms with registration fees from parents, then enter the requested information on the Church Registration forms before mailing.
