Information for Churches, Leaders and Parents
Girls Camp at Farmington offers a self-contained camp that focuses on the physical and spiritual development of girls who have completed grades 3-10. Girls Camp is the place where your girls will learn “missions” as a lifestyle through activities that teach life lessons. Camp builds on a rich tradition of “On Mission” Christian camping in New England.

	Who can come to camp?

	Girls who have completed grades 3-10 can be campers. Camp is sponsored by the Baptist Convention of New England. Parents of children with special needs should check with BCNE personnel and Camp Directors before registering their children. Our volunteer staff may not be prepared to deal with every special need.

This year we also offer a training track for girls who have completed at least the 10th grade. This track will be housed and conducted separately from the older track of campers. We will give them opportunity for fun and lots of interaction as we provide them with training to return as camp staff in the future. 	Girls Camp Activities


Girls Camp at Farmington seeks to fulfill its mission through a camping approach that engages campers in multiple activities that help them learn that “Missions is a lifestyle and not just a location.” 

Things to experience at Girls Camp:
“Real Live” missionaries: Campers will hear, learn and even experience a taste of mission work in North America or around the world.

Bible Study: Each day campers engage the Word though Bible Studies led by camp staff. 

Group Building Games: A time for campers to get to know each other through activities, group games and other events.

Water Activities: Campers will enjoy various water activities.

New Friends: Relationships are the key to camp. Campers will make new friends with camp staffers and kids from across the New England states.

Crafts: Campers will enjoy working on craft activities.

Outdoor Activities: Plenty of activities to experience the outdoors and to enjoy sports and other outdoor activities.

Cross Cultural Encounter: Campers will meet people from other cultures and participate in camp activities together

Spiritual development, discipleship, concern for others, missions awareness, cooperation, and physical development round out the holistic approach to camping that focuses on developing persons of character. Girls Camp at Farmington teaches life lessons and skills that are not available to them in their normal life settings. All activities teach one or more of the elements of our mission statement.

	Accommodations


While at camp, participants live in cabins with bath facilities nearby. Lodging is assigned according to grade and age. Each camper may designate one friend who is in the same grade or age with whom she wishes to stay during camp. Lodging assignments are made by grade level completed, with only two campers from any specific church being housed together (placements are made in groups of three only when there is an uneven number of campers). 

What should each camper bring? 

· Sleeping bag or two single sheets; pillow; blanket (necessary, it does get cool at night) 

· Towels; washcloths; toiletries (soap, shampoo, toothbrush, toothpaste, brush, etc.) 

· Clothes: pants, jeans, shorts, t-shirts, 2 pair of shoes (athletic and/or boots – tennis shoes), water shoes for the river, socks, jacket, raincoat or poncho, swimsuit (one piece or t-shirt cover-up) 

· Money for missions offering

· Bible, notebook paper, pen or pencil

· One plain white t-shirt in camper’s size 
What should campers NOT bring? 

· Bad attitudes 

· I-Pod, I-Pad, MP3, laptop, cell phones – any electronic device that distracts from the camp experience

· Food or chewing gum 

· Sports sandals. You will need shoes (athletic and/or boots) for all activities. These must be worn at all times while outdoors

· Knives, guns or other weapons 

· T-shirts with offensive slogans

· No drugs, alcohol, or cigarettes

Girls Camp begins on Monday July 18, 2011 with Check-In at 11:00a.m. – 12:00p.m. and concludes on Saturday, July 23, 2011 at 11:00 a.m. with a program for parents at 10 a.m. Campers should be picked up no later than 11a.m.  – No lunch is provided!

	Refunds and Transfers All deposits and fees are non-refundable after June 27, 2011 for Girls Camp, but are transferable to an un-registered participant (new camper information forms must be sent prior to camp deadline).


Adult Participation at Girls Camp at Farmington
The Girls Camp at Farmington values adult participation from the churches. A trained staff leads group and program activities. Pre-camp preparation is required for each volunteer staffer. The camp director enlists her own staff.

Interested Adults must complete the volunteer camp staff application to be mailed to the camp director for the appropriate camp.  Individuals will be notified personally regarding their attendance as numbers will be limited according to need. No adult should plan to attend without prior notification and confirmation by the camp director.
What will adult staff do while at camp: 

There are several ministry roles needed each year:

Adult staff serve in one of several capacities. 
· Cabin Leaders will lead or assist with all cabin activities at all times. 

· Unit Leader/Program staff- Unit Leaders, Lifeguards, and Special Assignment Staff

· Kitchen Staff prepare all meals under the supervision of the Head Cook.

· Missionary Either an International Missionary or a missionary that serves in North America 

Adult staff should note that camp is for the camper and the adults are there to lead the campers and to facilitate camp running smoothly as well as to provide a mature Christian role model for the camper. 

Staff must fill out the staff application and be accepted/confirmed by the camp director before planning to attend. Churches sending 5 or more girls to Girls Camp are encouraged to enlist one woman (18 years or older) to apply for the volunteer camp staff. These potential staff members will be notified as to whether or not they need to attend.  
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
